All exhibitors will be assigned a space by the Redlands Bicycle Classic. Exhibitors are
responsible for providing their own booths, equipment and any necessary items required
for their concession.

In no event will more than
two vendors be allowed to sell the same item. Decisions made by the EXPO Committee
will be final. If menus are not included with the application, that application will not be
considered until a menu has been received by the EXPO Coordinator. ALL requests will be
handled on a First-Come, First-Serve basis (NO EXCEPTIONS).

ALL booths should be set up no later than 8:00 a.m., Saturday, April 5, 2008, unless
specifically approved by the EXPO Coordinator. Booth setup will take place on
Friday, April 4, 2008 from 9:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. Booths should be manned as follows:

Tear down will begin at the end of races on Sunday (approximately 5 p.m.). Anyone
tearing down early will be subject to a $50.00 penalty fee. Please note: NO VEHICLES
ARE ALLOWED IN THE EXHIBIT AREAS UNLESS PREVIOUSLY APPROVED
BY EXPO COORDINATOR BETWEEN 8:00 A.M. SATURDAY AND 5:00 P.M.
SUNDAY.

Participants must provide a certificate of insurance for general liability, automobile
liability, and worker’s compensation naming the Redlands Bicycle Classic, Inc. as an
additional insured for the period covering March 5-6, 2008. (Call your insurance agent for
information regarding the COI).
